The program starts on the 17th November (Assisi) so all participants have to arrive on Sunday 16th November 2008. Departures should be on Friday 21st November for those who will not be in the ICCS Council.  
Participation in the Pilgrimage will cost - covering accommodation, food, entrance fees and transportation during the program -  € 450,00/ U$D 700,00. Those who ask for a single room have to pay an additional sum of € 40,00 / U$D 62,00
If those who are not participants of the Council want to stay longer it has to be announced on the Registration Form. Additional cost per day in bed and breakfast is  € 50,00 for single rooms and € 80,00 for double rooms.
